Range Balls: The cost of range balls willbe $30 ateam, or $5 for Individuals for the day of the
tournament. Includes both Monday and Tuesday.

Markers Meeting: Will take place Sunday afternoon at 6pm in the First Tee of Salina room located
on the North end of the Pro Shop. Supper will be provided.

Spectators: Carts will be available torentfor $40 during tournament play. No Reservations will betaken
on carts,astheywill befirstcomefirst serve on the day of the State Tournament. We
have a limited number of carts so please be respectful of other families. Rentals will be
limited to 2 carts per family. Pro Shop will open at 7:00am. Personal Carts may be brought
onto course for a $15 Trail Fee. Carts and spectators must remain on cart path for the
duration of the tournament.

(Hamburger or Hotdog and Chips and
Drink) The costofthe mealwillbe $8andcaneither be paid with a credit card or check on the day
of the Tournament or before. Teams are also permitted to have their coolers outside of the
clubhouse.

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KSHSAA Spectator Guidelines:

1. Spectators are required to follow golf etiquette at all times. When the player you are watching
finishes a hole, remember that the other players in the group may still be finishing.

2. Spectators are asked to stay at least 30 yards behind (never ahead of) the group they are
watching. However, you need to be aware of the group behind you and not slow them down.

3. Spectators are asked to NOT pick up any golf balls on the course during the tournament. These
players are not professionals and the owner of the ball may be several fairways over.

4. Spectators may not offer any advice to any of the players. This includes not offering your
suggestions on the club selection, direction of wind, or possible rulings on a situation. If you
are 30 yards behind them, this should not be a problem.

5. Spectators may help hunt for a lost ball, but may not be in front of the group to watch where their
ball lands. (This is called being a fore caddie).

6. Spectators shall in no instances move a player's bag or ball or offer or provide a ride in a cart
during the round of golf. (The player shall be disqualified.)

7. Spectators shall not be involved in the scoring or the recording of scores for the group. The
spectators may keep score but cannot correct or dispute the scores of any of the players of
the group.
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8. Spectators may give encouraging remarks such as “nice shot”, “great drive” or “good putt.”
Please keep all comments positive and at the appropriate times and for all players in the
group.

9. Spectators are asked to turn cell phones off when in the vicinity of golfers. Golfers in possession
of cell phones during play will be disqualified.

10. The Tournament Manager has the right to forbid spectators entirely if deemed necessary. They
also have the right to ask any spectator to leave the course.
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
