This slogan and logo was adopted by the National Sportsmanship Committee (NSC) which is 
composed of eight national organizations representing both amateur and professional levels 
of sports: National Federation of State High School Associations, National Collegiate Athletic 
Association, National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics, National Junior College Athletic 
Association, Major League Baseball, National Basketball Association, National Football League 
and the National Hockey League.

The National Federation Sportsmanship, Ethics and Integrity Committee has approved the “Be A Sport” logo and 
encourages its use again this year. The “Be A Sport” logo includes a handshake, which symbolizes the desired spirit 
of competition at all levels. The logo is being disseminated with-in each organization of the NSC and will be seen on 
television, at stadiums and arenas and in printed materials at every level of athletics.
