UNIFIED BOWLING REGIONALS

Please remember that during the regular season, schools decide how many Unified Bowling teams they have.
However, schools are allowed ONE team during postseason competition.

Schools must attend the Regional they are assigned or be subject to disqualification. Schools assigned but not
entering should notify the KSHSAA immediately.

Each school may enter a maximum of five players in one of the regional tournaments.

REGIONAL LANE ASSIGNMENTS: Participating schools will be seeded based on their team average. Teams with
the highest averages will be assigned to lanes in the center of the facility, moving to the outer lanes
accordingly. Managers will adjust groupings to have equal distribution of all lanes (in so far as possible).
REGIONAL SUBSTITUTIONS: Regional managers will send tournament results to the KSHSAA what's your

guestion identifying the qualifying bowlers for state competition. Substitutions will be allowed in an
emergency only with the approval of the tournament manager.

ALLOWABLE ACCOMMODATIONS

Decisions made about accommodations during Unified Bowling should align with the accommodations found
in the athlete’s IEP or 504. For example, if an athlete is non-verbal and needs to use a device for
communication, that device can be allowed in the settee during the meet. Other accommodations would
include the use of headphones for sensory issues.
